DID YOU KNOW... This sandstone sculpture is 900 years old. Vishnu is considered one of the
most important gods in Hinduism, sometimes described as the supreme God. His main function is to
ensure that good will always triumph over evil. He is worshipped as a protector, restorer and preserver
of the world. When he creates the world, he is always shown as lying down on the serpent, Shesha. This
sculpture captures a great moment of human creation in Hindu mythology.

This gateway is about 250 years old and would be found at the entrance to
a nobleman's house. It is built from stone blocks that are arranged like bricks stacked and interlocked
together. There is no cement of mortar used to hold the structure together.

Its function is to allow
light and air into a room while maintaining a level of privacy. It can also function as a wall, separating
rooms from each other. From the decorations, this pair of screens would most probably come from an
Islamic building as the Islamic buildings in India generally have many jali. Geometric designs are often
used instead.

DID YOU KNOW... This sandstone sculpture is about 1000 years old of a great Jain teacher
called Bahubali. Jains do not believe that there are gods. Instead they believe that great teachers will
teach them the way to overcome worldly suffering. All Jain teachers wear minimal clothing and have
downcast eyes that 'reject' the world. Jainism is a religious philosophy based on simplicity and minimal
worldly possessions. Hence most Jains live a basic life, do no harm to any living being and are strict
vegetarians. Legend has it that Bahubali stood still for many years as he meditated and it was only when
he renounced his pride that he was able to obtain the ultimate 'knowledge".
